3. EE mast signing of lease
An extraordinary meeting of Barton Parish Council was called to confirm that Barton Parish Cllrs are happy to sign a lease /contract with EE in respect of a new telephone mast erected and to be operated from land owned by the Parish Council at Barton Bowling Club.
The Council’s solicitor had reviewed the agreement proposed by EE and was happy that legally the Parish Council were in a position to sign the contract.
All Cllrs present at the meeting agreed that it was in the best interests of the Parish Council to sign the contract and proceed.

4. 23/24 War Memorial contribution 
A request for £340 for Bartons contribution to the War Memorial was made to the parish council. Cllrs present discussed the request and were all in favour of making the payment. The clerk will draw up a cheque and pass this on to the war memorial committee.
A request was also made for a contribution to the purchase of two new memorial benches to replace some of the worn and broken benches adjacent to the war memorial.  Barton PC was asked to match Myerscough & Bilsborrow Parish Councils contribution to two new benches at the War Memorial which serves both parishes.
A contribution of £500 was agreed by all Cllrs present.  
Cllrs were reminded at this stage that at the last meeting of the Parish Council Chris Sandham suggested that the parish could look into creating an area which contains benches to commemorate the coronation and jubilee and to mark both occasions for the village.
Cllrs present agreed that enquiries should be made as to the cost of some plastic or metal benches for the village to commemorate both occasions.
